	Objectives of the Coalition 2008-2009
	Debi presented the Southern Regional Lead Poisoning Prevention Coalition’s action plan.  It highlighted the coalition’s mission, overall goals and the required objectives. 

	Highlights:

· Localized, community-based approach to reach unique populations in each county

· Coalition member recruitment campaign to increase participation from local health care practitioners, places of worship, businesses, government and judicial systems, education and social services, parents, caregivers and property owners

· Accomplished best by smaller groups working together
	

	Objectives 2008-2009 continued
	State established 7 objectives
Coalition is required to complete at least three objectives

1. *Increase the number of relevant agencies to participate our Regional Lead Coalition—on a local level is recommended

2. *Conduct a lead Poisoning prevention activity in your county during CLPP week October 19-25

3. Educate pediatric providers to screen young children; provide guidance regarding exposure/access to lead sources

4. Identify/distribute information regarding non-paint sources of lead used by the Mexican, Dominican Republican and Asian Indian populations 

5. Educate municipal prosecutors and judges about executing abatement orders against property owners

6. Educate families and children about lead poisoning prevention—nutrition, hand washing, home lead-safe cleaning, safe renovations, know BLL, test your home for lead dust dust.

7. Provide information and training opportunities (LSWP) to property owner occupied and tenant occupied units.

* Mandatory objectives; pick at least one from the remaining objectives to work on in your county group (cluster)

Debi presented a packet of information noting the sample Mayoral packet which can be customized by coalition members to obtain Mayoral support and possibly publicity in your CLPP activity.

	Coalition Cluster groups can meet in small groups or meet via conference call 
	The cluster groups-- Burlington Camden
Counties; Atlantic Cape  May Counties; Cumberland Gloucester and Cumberland Counties meet 3 times during the grant year; and 3 times as 
	Mtg places and dates have been set up.  Cluster groups can utilize these pre-established dates and locations or set up their own.
Cluster group coordinators need to be confirmed before the first cluster group meeting set for December.

	Power point presentations with specific county and municipality statistics on Lead screening—percentages of children under age 6 who have not been tested,

 # of kids with elevated BLL and # of houses in county built before 1950

	Survey Results
Survey Results continued
	19 coalition members participated on line; the survey consisted of 16 questions; most questions were on a rating scale, others were write-in
	Most agreed to meet on Tuesdays at 10 am; the counties were equally represented; most agreed to expand the membership, some gave suggestions of people to outreach; Most stated they could help to recruit new members if they were equipped to do so; most enjoyed the coalition membership and received valuable education; some thought the coalition structure could be enhanced via cluster groups meeting sometimes, conference calls and video conferencing
